The foundation of our air force originated from Sun Yat-shen's
idea of "saving the nation by establishing aviation,” which pointed
out the airplane was the most poweiful weapon in the modern
times, and was/further enhanced by Chiang/Kai-shek’s notion of
“no ain defense, no national defense," These two set the solid

founidation for the early aviation'development.

In 1937, the generals of China and America, Chang Kai-shek
and Claire Lee Chennadlt, established together the formidable
"Flying Tigers.” In addition, the fist Taiwanese pilot Hsieh Wen-ta
defeated several elite pilots, Japanese pilots included, in the
international flight competition; igniting the mounting anti-colonial

resistance.

When it comes to the aviation history, Feng Ru, the first Chinese
who flew into the airin 1909, is the first one that should be
mentioned. Then, the air ferce founder Qin Guo-yong is the second
to be introduced. Qin navigated a French Caudron biplane to take
off from the Beijing Nan-yuan Airport, to circle three times and to
land safely, which marked the first time ever that a Chinese flew
in their own termiterial airspace. The above records were inscribed
on the splendid first page of our aviation history.

~ Prestigious Pioneers

There were a lot of famous pilots emerging in the Japanese Colaonial
Period. For example, Xie Wen-da, who kindled the anti-colonial campaigns
in 1920 with his outstanding flight skills; Chen Jin-shui, who stabilized the
troubled hearts in the 228 Incident; Yang Qing-xi, who was devoted to
flying around the island; Zhang Kun-can, who contributed to the aviation
industry in Taiwan.

The flight skills of Taiwanese pilots are by no means inferior to that of
Japanese. The theme here is to illustrate one of the prime times of Taiwan
aviation history through the stories of several well celebrated pilots.
Moreover, the valuable propellers of aichung Hao is the anly remaining
aircraft equipment from the 1930s, which is a must-see in this section

From 1932 to 1945, seven major civil airports were built. Besides, the
scheduled air services between Taiwan and Japan launched in 1935,
marking the historical moment when Taiwan opened its international route
for the very first time in the history. With the development of aviation
industry and the commercial air transportation that benefited the general
public, Taiwan entered the three-dimensional era of aviation industry in the
beginning of the 20th century and confidently promises a prosperous future

in aviation.
